 Were you there?  Were you there when they crucified my Lord?  
Were you there when they crucified my Lord?  Oh, sometimes it causes 
me to tremble, tremble, tremble.  Were you there when they crucified 
my Lord? 

 These words from an old spiritual still make us pause.  Some-
times they evoke emotion.  Of course, we were not “there” when they 
crucified the Lord.  Not in any sort of physical or rational sense.  We 
cannot physically place ourselves on the road to Golgotha—smelling 
the dust intermingled with blood.  We did not stand there and hear the 
cries of the criminals being led to their slaughter.  Nor did we listen to 
the wails of the women along the road who were standing up against 
such a miscarriage of justice.  None of us watched in horror as they laid 
Jesus down onto a cross of wood and began to pound spikes through 
his wrists and ankles.  We didn’t feel the thump of the cross as it was 
dropped into the hole prepared for it to stand in.  We were not there 
when the crowd hurled insults at Jesus and he responded by saying, 
“Father, forgive them, for they know not what they do”.  We didn’t hear 
Jesus cry out to God, asking why he had abandoned him.  We could 
not have observed Jesus crying out, “I thirst”, and then watched as a 
soldier took a sponge dipped in vinegar and pushed it up to Christ’s 
lips.  We didn’t watch in sorrow as Jesus told John to care for his 
mother Mary.  There is no physical manner where we could have had 
our spirits soar as Jesus turned to the thief on one of the crosses next 
to him  and told him directly, “Today you will be with me in paradise”.  
And we could not possibly have endured as Jesus said, “It is finished.”  
We were not there on that dusty April afternoon as Jesus uttered his 
final sentence, “Father, into thy hands I commend my spirit”. If this 
weren’t enough, we were not there to hear the captain of the guard 
utter the words, “Surely this was the Son of God”.  Nor were 
we there as the ground shook, the curtain in the temple 
split, and the people ran away in horror.  No.  We were 
not there.  Not physically.  This event took place centuries 
before any of us were born, but these occurrences and 
the resurrection which fol- lowed a few days later

Because of the generosity of our members throughout the year 
(2009) and the diligence of the Junior Church kids, Salem 
Chapel was able to make Christmas a little brighter for four 
families in our community.  There was over $550 collected this 
year and we were able to do the following:

     Among all the “new” in Indiana Conference, Clusters are at the center of making disciples for Jesus 
Christ, the global mission for the United Methodist Church.  Our cluster includes Lamb’s Chapel, La Porte 
First, Maple Grove, New Carlisle, Rolling Prairie, and Salem Chapel. 

 As our culture has changed, so has the church.  In order to intentionally work at making disciples for 
Jesus Christ, the church must modify how it witnesses.  The clusters address this need by doing the follow-
ing: 

 Pray for each other by name in worship; study and pray for the mission in our area, using demo-
graphic tools; study and pray for ways to make an impact of shared mission, perhaps through shared minis-
tries; share resources, expertise, or best practices of congregations; recognize and celebrate fruit of minis-
try and hold accountable when there is no fruit to celebrate. 

 What is “supportive accountability”?  It involves staying focused on the mission based on the  Five 
Practices of Fruitful Congregations, by Robert Schnase.   These five practices include   (1)  radical hospital-
ity, (2) passionate worship, (3) intentional faith development, (4) risk-taking mission and service, and (5) ex-
travagant generosity.   

Congregations are to choose one of the five to practice and to live as a church—all members doing what 
they can to help.  Accountability comes when we examine our work:  How did we do on the Practice we 
were doing? What did we learn? What would we do differently? What is the next step? 

 The Cluster representatives meet periodically and we will look forward to hearing how the churches 
in our cluster are doing...and how our prayers are making a difference for one another.

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Radar praying 
I was once told how radar works. The electronic unit used sends out radio waves. When the waves 
hit something, they bounce back and are displayed on a screen. That’s similar to a helpful way I 
commune with God.  
 
When I’ve spent some quiet time in his presence, I let my mind slowly start moving in a circle. I 
never know what will appear on my mind’s “screen.” Whatever comes up, I consider that I should 
give it attention.  
 
Today, for example, the war in Afghanistan came up first. I prayed that hostility would cease, that 
children could go safely to school and that the government might respond to people’s needs.  
 
I moved on to other “pictures.” My friend in Texas whose wife just died. Members of Congress who 
need God’s guidance. Missionaries in hostile places. The unemployed, the homeless, the starving, 
the sick.  
 
Such praying takes time. Sometimes your mind strays or “gets stuck.” Allow God to direct your 
thoughts. When a “picture” comes up and feels God-directed, pray about the matter.  
 
One more thing: Don’t be surprised at the results. God may well indicate what your role could be in 
providing answers.
